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Chapter 1   Preparation
This chapter describes things you need to know or check before using the projector.
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Precautions for use
Cautions when transporting
 f When transporting the projector, hold it securely by its bottom and avoid excessive vibration and impacts. Doing so may 
damage the internal parts and result in malfunctions.

 f Do not transport the projector with the adjustable feet extended. Doing so may damage the adjustable feet.

Cautions when installing
 r Do not set up the projector outdoors.

 f The projector is designed for indoor use only. 

 r Do not use under the following conditions.
 f Places where vibration and impacts occur such as in a car or vehicle: Doing so may damage the internal parts and result in 
malfunctions.

 f Video signals containing too much jitter may cause the images on the screen to randomly wobble or wafture. In this case, a 
time base corrector (TBC) must be connected.

 f Some computer models or graphics cards are not compatible with the projector.

This chapter describes methods of inspection when there are problems, maintenance, and 
replacement of the units.
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Lamp and Temperature indicators
When an indicator lights up

If a problem should occur inside the projector, the lamp indicator <LAMP> and the temperature indicator <TEMP> will inform 
you by lighting or blinking. Check the status of the indicators and remedy the indicated problems as follows.

Attention

 f Before you take a remedial measure, follow the procedure of switching the power off indicated in “Powering Off the 
Projector”. (x page 38)

*1 When using the projector at high altitudes (between 1 200 m (3 937') and 2 700 m (8 858') above sea level), the operating 
environment temperature should be between 0 °C (32 °F) and 30 °C (86 °F).

 f If the temperature indicator <TEMP> is still lighting or blinking after taking the preceding measures, ask your dealer for 
repair.

 f If the [LAMP POWER] is set to [NORMAL], [LAMP POWER] may be set to [ECO] forcibly to protect the projector when the 
operating environment temperature becomes 35 °C (95 °F) ~ 40 °C (104 °F).
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Maintenance/replacement
Before performing maintenance/replacement
 f Make sure to turn off the power before maintaining the projector or replacing the unit. (x page 38)
 f When switching off the projector, make sure to follow the procedures in “Powering Off the Projector”. (x page 38)

Maintenance
Outer case

Wipe off dirt and dust with a soft, dry cloth.
 f If the dirt is persistent, soak the cloth with water and wring it thoroughly before wiping. Dry off the projector with a dry cloth.
 f Do not use benzene, thinner, or rubbing alcohol, other solvents, or household cleaners. Doing so may deteriorate the outer 
case.

 f When using chemically treated dust cloths, follow the instructions written on its packaging.

Lens front surface
Wipe off dirt and dust from the front surface of the lens with a soft clean cloth.
 f Do not use a cloth that is fluffy, dusty, or soaked with oil/water.
 f Since the lens is fragile, do not use excessive force when wiping the lens.

Attention

 f The lens is made of glass. Impacts or excessive force when wiping may scratch its surface. Handle with care.

Replacing the unit
Air filter unit

The estimated duration before replacement is about 7 000 hours, but it is recommended to replace the air filter unit early if the 
projector is used in dusty environment.
Replace the air filter unit in the following cases:
 f If the air filter unit is clogged, a “Temperature Warning” message is displayed on the screen, and then the temperature 
indicator <TEMP> lights red, the power of the projector may be turned off automatically and entered into standby mode. 

 f “FILTER COUNTER has reached the set time.” is displayed.
When purchasing the optional air filter unit (Model No.: ET-RFV400), consult your dealer.

How to replace the air filter unit

Attention

 f Make sure to turn off the power before replacing the air filter unit.
 f Make sure that the projector is stable, and perform the replacement in a safe place where the unit will not be damaged even 
if you drop the air filter unit.
